All Practice Assessors are required by the Nursing and Midwifery Council (NMC) to have received
preparation and support to undertake the role. In addition, they must have current knowledge and
experience relevant to the area and programme of study for which they are providing support,
supervision, assessment and feedback (NMC 2018).
